Discussion questions:
When is it challenging to refrain from judging others? Why is this?
Do you think there are times when it is good to judge others? If so, how might we do this in a productive way? 
If you feel able to share, you could discuss the areas in which you think you might be judging other people/groups of people in a way that is preventing real change from happening – either in yourself or in wider society?
Where might we be assuming that we are on the right side of history?
Are there practices that you find helpful in being able to spot your own weaknesses in judging others?
When are we drawn to the powerful rather than the humble?
Do you feel like you might need to adjust your prayer practices as a result of reading this parable? In what ways? 

Create:
Spend some time reflecting on the two characters in the parable. Split a page in half, using loud colours on one side and softer colours on the other. Reflect on the ways in which you approach God and approach others. Ask God to reveal to you where you might be too proud or judgemental and draw/write these on one side, then ask for God’s help to illuminate ways in which you might act with more humility and write or draw these on the other side.
